| am delighted to be able to inform you that Miss Smith’s Solent Girls’ Football Club shall be returning, starting
from Friday 8" November. The football club shall take place every Friday on the bottom playground at school
until Friday 13" December, which will be the last session of the Autumn term, with the possibility it will return
later in the academic year, likely in the summer term.
