We do ask please, that all ingredients are clearly labelled with your child’s name and class, and are 
stored in appropriate containers, with a small cool pack if needed to keep any particular ingredients 
fresh. Please could we also request that your child brings in an additional, named, container so they 
can bring their sandwich home. 
 
The children will be learning how to cut ingredients safely so please, no pre-sliced items. All utensils will be 
provided by the school, however, please could your child bring in either an apron or an old, clean shirt to 
protect their clothes. 
 
If your child has any allergies, which school are aware of, then this information has already been shared with 
class teachers.    
 
It is essential that all ingredients that you supply are nut free.
