Year 3 Portsdown Hill Trip  - Thursday 4th June 2026 

As part of our Geography learning on landmarks, we are pleased to inform you that Year 3 will be taking part 

in an educational visit to Portsdown Hill on Thursday 4th June 2026, between 9:30am and 12:00pm. 

During the visit, the children will explore what makes a landmark distinctive by generating descriptive 

vocabulary and sketching the landscape of Portsmouth.

• Brings a water bottle to school.
