e Brazil is the only country with the Equator and the Tropic of Capricorn passing through it.

e Brazil is bordered to the East by the Atlantic Ocean.

e The official language of Brazil is Portuguese.

» The seven continents are: Africa, Asia, Antarctica, Australasia (Oceania), Europe, North America, South America.

e The Amazon rainforest takes its name from Amazon, the world’s longest river.

e The Amazon rainforest spans 9 countries: Brazil, Peru, Colombia, Ecuador, Bolivia, Venezuela, Guyana, Suriname and French Guiana.
e Tropical rainforests are located in a band around the equator.

e Tropical rainforests thrive here because of the hot and humid climates where it rains virtually every day.

 Rainforests cover just 6% of the Earth’s land surface, but are home to over 80% of known terrestrial species

 The rainforests are important because of the variety of life that they support (their biodiversity) and because they absorb carbon
dioxide and release oxygen.

* The rainforest is under threat of deforestation because of: wood for both timber and making fires, agriculture for both small and large
farms, pulp for making paper, road construction and extraction of minerals and energy.

e Brazil has a large area of poor housing, called favelas.
